Selected

The St. James Chamber of Commerce would like to
congratulate St. James Winery for being selected
December “Business of the Month”.

Founded in 1970, St. James Winery opened when the
late James Hofherr and his wife Pat took a gamble. “We
took our life savings and started the winery,” recalls Pat,
“When we took in $100 the first day, we knew we would
make it.”

As pioneers of the renaissance of the Missouri wine
industry, the Hofherr family’s hard work has made the
winery a huge success. In 2007, the winery once again
was recognized as one of the top awarded wineries in the
United States, with a total of 424 medals, including 23
Double Gold, 62 Gold, 175 Silver, and 164 Bronze. St.
James Winery is ranked number 4 in Gold Medals
awarded for the year in competitions by American Gold
Medal Wines, directly behind other prestigious wineries,
such as V. Sattui Winery, Navarro, and Kendall-Jackson.

Producing award-winning wines remains a family effort at
St. James Winery with Patricia Hofherr, Chairman of the
Board and sons Peter Hofherr, Chief Executive Officer,
and Andrew Hofherr, Chief Operations Officer. Andrew
studied viticulture at the University of Arkansas and Peter
is currently finishing a PhD in Agricultural Economics with
an emphasis in entrepreneurship at the University of
Missouri.

Since the early 2000’s, the winery has undergone
several major cellar and warehouse expansions to
accommodate the growing demand of their wines.
Major vineyard expansions and the addition of
regional vineyards in Arkansas and Michigan have
boosted their total acreage to over 300, producing 15
different varieties of grapes. Production capabilities
now exceed 200,000 cases annually, making St.
James Winery the largest winery in the twelve state
area, with distribution in fourteen states.

In 2008, the winery expanded their retail area to
provide a much larger tasting room and to offer
additional wine accessories and better showcase
their wines. The St. James Winery is open daily
Monday-Saturday, 8:00 a.m. — 6 p.m. and Sunday,
9:00 a.m. — 6:00 p.m. with extended evening hours
until 7:00 p.m. during the summer months.
